Program Description.
Advancing Leadership opens doors and minds for participants with leadership training, hands-on activities and 
excursions throughout the city.  Over a nine-month period, class members will work with over 100 local leaders 
while learning about local government, economic vitality, youth and education, human services and quality of life 
issues.  Using The Leadership Challenge in combination with AL’s exclusive leadership curriculum, you will discover 
your personal strengths, leadership styles and areas of interests.  By exploring yourself and your community each 
month, you will emerge from our program with a stronger sense of belonging and purpose.  You will also have an 
extended network of contacts to help you in your efforts.  The skills and knowledge you gain will be applicable to 
any leadership opportunity, whether personal, professional or community-focused.

Application and Selection.
Class participants are chosen based on the application and a personal interview.  Considerations  include 
motivation and commitment to serve the Federal Way community, evidence of leadership potential and examples 
of professional and personal achievement.  In addition, each AL class will, as much as possible, reflect the diversity 
of our city’s population.  Advancing Leadership does not discriminate against applicants nor participants on the 
basis of race, religion, gender, national origin, sexual orientation or physical ability. 

The following are important dates in the application an selection process:

May 20, 2011 -	 Final date to submit application.   You will be contacted with the date and time of the overview 	
		  presentation and your personal interview with the selection committee.  

June 10, 2011 -Applicants notified of acceptance.  Tuition payment due in full within 30 days of acceptance.

June 16, 2011 -Graduation for 2011 Class.  Class of 2012 participants are asked to attend this event.

Tuition and Time Commitment.
Individual tuition cost is $975.  Applications received on or before May 6, 2011 are, upon acceptance into the 
program, eligible for a $25 discount.  Scholarship funds are available.  To request a Tuition Assistance form, please 
contact the Executive Director prior to submitting your application.

The 2012 class schedule consists of a two-day retreat in September 2011, eight all-day sessions October 2011 - 
May 2012, a class project (time varies) and graduation in June 2012.
